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Red Range Public School is a Kindergarten to Year 6 small school only a short 19 kilometres east of Glen Innes. We offer students the latest in technology equipment including personal computers, extensive library and a fabulous array of sports equipment. Each classroom is fitted with an electronic smart-board and has access to video conferencing equipment.
